In-Person Classroom Series Continues!

A Return to In-Person Classrooms is a four-part series during which we will be visiting
classrooms all over the North Marion campus: four schools, four classrooms.

The series is shining a light on all that is possible now that students have once more
returned to the classroom. The series started with Joshua Mitchell’s first-grade
classroom at the Primary School, Part 1: ‘I'd give it a 10,” a Visit to a Primary School
Classroom. Here is an excerpt from Part 2: ‘All My Teachers Know Me,’ a Visit to a High
School Classroom:

When Petula Clark belted out her “Downtown” soul hit of the 1960s, she could never
have known that “Calculus: The Musical!” would set math lessons to the earworm ditty.
(the mathematical lyrics include “derivatives of constants are always a slope of zero.”)

But earlier this month, North Marion High School seniors were whispering or subtly
mouthing the 2013 numbers-centric version in Math Teacher Remy Strapp’s Calculus
Class. Strapp says that returning to in-person learning makes it easier to reach students
through teacher or peer support and to offer more dynamic lessons, such as those that
use singing or movement, or even a Jeopardy!-style math competition.

“We did songs last year, distance learning style, and it was entertaining because
somebody’s mic would kick in and you could hear that one voice a little louder,” Strapp
explains. “It was harder, a little more strained, but it was also more memorable. The
students could really stand out in the competition, yet some of them seemed to fade into
the background. It is definitely easier to keep them all engaged in an in-person
classroom.”

Senior Evan Holman says hands-on projects and activities make a class more
enjoyable.

“It's very engaging; it's more fun,” Holman says, noting this in-person class offers many
opportunities for light-heartedness. “My group dressed up as sharks for a presentation.”

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Robotics Tournament to Electrify Audiences on Saturday

If you’re looking for a fun day filled with programming and pizza, stop in and observe the
2021-22 VEX Robotics Competition Tipping Point robotics competition, featuring North
Marion’s own Voltmasters.

Competitors in two teams (one red, one blue) engage in the contest, Tipping Point, on a
12-by-12-foot table. There are two robots per team, both of which must end a
competition balanced on a platform without tipping over. Spectators are encouraged to
come by from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. on Saturday, Nov. 20 to see the ‘bots vie for first place in
the Main Gym, Commons, and Gym 2 of North Marion High School, 20167 Grim Road
NE, Aurora, OR.

Moran says that these competitions, which draw schools from all over the region, are
lively and fun to watch. During a recent tournament in Sandy, she saw a student
overcome a programming error with an ah-ha moment that warmed her heart.

“To see students finally get it and watching them truly feel the satisfaction of a job well
done — it's better than sports!” she says with a grin.

There will also be belly-warming food available at the tournament. The concession
stand, run by the North Marion SkillsUSA chapter, will offer hotdogs, pizza, snacks,
